The Race Is On

Do you live in a democracy or a dictatorship? If in a
democracy, do the leaders respect the will of the people? Or do
they after the election, run a limited dictatorship? The only limits
are Court Rulings, and the next election. If you live in a
dictatorship, is it completely authoritarian, or a beneficial
dictator?
