
Vigilantyism - Godly Or Not - Acts 21E

Explained situations of vigilantyism around the world. Is it Godly or not?
Acts 21:27-40 And when the seven days were almost ended, the Jews 

which were of Asia, when they saw him (Paul) in the temple, stirred up 
all the people, and laid hands on him, 28 Crying out, Men of Israel, help: 
This is the man, that teacheth all men every where against the people, 
and the law, and this place: and further brought Greeks also into the 
temple, and hath polluted this holy place. 29 (For they had seen before 
with him in the city Trophimus an Ephesian, whom they supposed that 
Paul had brought into the temple.) 30 And all the city was moved, and 
the people ran together: and they took Paul, and drew him out of the 
temple: and forthwith the doors were shut. 31 And as they went about to 
kill him, tidings came unto the chief captain of the band, that all 
Jerusalem was in an uproar. 32 Who immediately took soldiers and 
centurions, and ran down unto them: and when they saw the chief 
captain and the soldiers, they left beating of Paul. 33 Then the chief 
captain came near, and took him, and commanded him to be bound with 
two chains; and demanded who he was, and what he had done. 34 And 
some cried one thing, some another, among the multitude: and when he 
could not know the certainty for the tumult, he commanded him to be 
carried into the castle. 35 And when he came upon the stairs, so it was, 
that he was borne of the soldiers for the violence of the people. 36 For 
the multitude of the people followed after, crying, Away with him. 37 And 
as Paul was to be led into the castle, he said unto the chief captain, May 
I speak unto thee? Who said, Canst thou speak Greek? 38 Art not thou 
that Egyptian, which before these days madest an uproar, and leddest 
out into the wilderness four thousand men that were murderers? 39 But 
Paul said, I am a man which am a Jew of Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, a 
citizen of no mean city: and, I beseech thee, suffer me to speak unto the 
people. 40 And when he had given him licence, Paul stood on the stairs, 
and beckoned with the hand unto the people. And when there was made 
a great silence, he spake unto them in the Hebrew tongue, saying,

Acts 21:27 And when the seven days were almost ended, the Jews which 
were of Asia, when they saw him (Paul) in the temple, stirred up all the 
people, and laid hands on him, ( at the feast of Penticost),

Deuteronomy 13 for False Prophets be sure then act V14 Then shalt thou 
enquire, and make search, and ask diligently; and, behold, if it be truth, 
and the thing certain, that such abomination is wrought among you;



Acts 21:28-31 Crying out, Men of Israel, help: This is the man, that teacheth 
all men every where against the people, and the law, and this place: and 
further brought Greeks also into the temple, and hath polluted this holy 
place. (false accusation) 29 (For they had seen before with him in the 
city Trophimus an Ephesian, whom they supposed that Paul had brought 
into the temple.) 30 And all the city was moved, and the people ran 
together: and they took Paul, and drew him out of the temple: and 
forthwith the doors were shut. 31 And as they went about to kill him, 
tidings came unto the chief captain of the band, that all Jerusalem was 
in an uproar.

Many times Isrealites were against Paul. 40 vowed to kill Paul, Paul let 
down through a window in basket, & he was stoned paul in Lystra, etc.

Acts 21:32-34 Who immediately took soldiers and centurions, and ran down 
unto them: and when they saw the chief captain and the soldiers, they 
left beating of Paul. 33 Then the chief captain came near, and took him, 
and commanded him to be bound with two chains; and demanded who 
he was, and what he had done. 34 And some cried one thing, some 
another, among the multitude: and when he could not know the certainty 
for the tumult, he commanded him to be carried into the castle.

John 10:10 The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and to 
destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it 
more abundantly.

Acts 21:35,36 And when he came upon the stairs, so it was, that he was 
borne of the soldiers for the violence of the people. 36 For the multitude 
of the people followed after, crying, Away with him.

Luke 23:21 But they cried, saying, Crucify him, crucify him. (Jesus)
Acts 21:37-40 And as Paul was to be led into the castle, he said unto the 

chief captain, May I speak unto thee? Who said, Canst thou speak 
Greek? 38 Art not thou that Egyptian, which before these days madest 
an uproar, and leddest out into the wilderness four thousand men that 
were murderers? 39 But Paul said, I am a man which am a Jew of 
Tarsus, a city in Cilicia, a citizen of no mean city: and, I beseech thee, 
suffer me to speak unto the people. 40 And when he had given him 
licence, Paul stood on the stairs, and beckoned with the hand unto the 
people. And when there was made a great silence, he spake unto them 
in the Hebrew tongue, saying,

Matthew 27:20 But the chief priests and elders persuaded the multitude 
that they should ask Barabbas, and destroy Jesus.

Genesis 34:1-31 And Dinah the daughter of Leah, which she bare unto 
Jacob, went out to see the daughters of the land. 2 And when Shechem 
the son of Hamor the Hivite, prince of the country, saw her, he took her, 



and lay with her, and defiled her. 3 And his soul clave unto Dinah the 
daughter of Jacob, and he loved the damsel, and spake kindly unto the 
damsel. 4 And Shechem spake unto his father Hamor, saying, Get me 
this damsel to wife. 5 And Jacob heard that he had defiled Dinah his 
daughter: now his sons were with his cattle in the field: and Jacob held 
his peace until they were come. 6 And Hamor the father of Shechem 
went out unto Jacob to commune with him. 7 And the sons of Jacob 
came out of the field when they heard it: and the men were grieved, and 
they were very wroth, because he had wrought folly in Israel in lying 
with Jacob's daughter; which thing ought not to be done. 8 And Hamor 
communed with them, saying, The soul of my son Shechem longeth for 
your daughter: I pray you give her him to wife. 9 And make ye marriages 
with us, and give your daughters unto us, and take our daughters unto 
you. 10 And ye shall dwell with us: and the land shall be before you; 
dwell and trade ye therein, and get you possessions therein. 11 And 
Shechem said unto her father and unto her brethren, Let me find grace in 
your eyes, and what ye shall say unto me I will give. 12 Ask me never so 
much dowry and gift, and I will give according as ye shall say unto me: 
but give me the damsel to wife. 13 And the sons of Jacob answered 
Shechem and Hamor his father deceitfully, and said, because he had 
defiled Dinah their sister: 14 And they said unto them, We cannot do this 
thing, to give our sister to one that is uncircumcised; for that were a 
reproach unto us: 15 But in this will we consent unto you: If ye will be as 
we be, that every male of you be circumcised; 16 Then will we give our 
daughters unto you, and we will take your daughters to us, and we will 
dwell with you, and we will become one people. 17 But if ye will not 
hearken unto us, to be circumcised; then will we take our daughter, and 
we will be gone. 18 And their words pleased Hamor, and Shechem 
Hamor's son. 19 And the young man deferred not to do the thing, 
because he had delight in Jacob's daughter: and he was more 
honourable than all the house of his father. 20 And Hamor and Shechem 
his son came unto the gate of their city, and communed with the men of 
their city, saying, 21 These men are peaceable with us; therefore let 
them dwell in the land, and trade therein; for the land, behold, it is large 
enough for them; let us take their daughters to us for wives, and let us 
give them our daughters. 22 Only herein will the men consent unto us for 
to dwell with us, to be one people, if every male among us be 
circumcised, as they are circumcised. 23 Shall not their cattle and their 
substance and every beast of theirs be ours? only let us consent unto 
them, and they will dwell with us. 24 And unto Hamor and unto Shechem 
his son hearkened all that went out of the gate of his city; and every 



male was circumcised, all that went out of the gate of his city. 25 And it 
came to pass on the third day, when they were sore, that two of the sons 
of Jacob, Simeon and Levi, Dinah's brethren, took each man his sword, 
and came upon the city boldly, and slew all the males. 26 And they slew 
Hamor and Shechem his son with the edge of the sword, and took Dinah 
out of Shechem's house, and went out. 27 The sons of Jacob came upon 
the slain, and spoiled the city, because they had defiled their sister. 28 
They took their sheep, and their oxen, and their asses, and that which 
was in the city, and that which was in the field, 29 And all their wealth, 
and all their little ones, and their wives took they captive, and spoiled 
even all that was in the house. 30 And Jacob said to Simeon and Levi, Ye 
have troubled me to make me to stink among the inhabitants of the land, 
among the Canaanites and the Perizzites: and I being few in number, 
they shall gather themselves together against me, and slay me; and I 
shall be destroyed, I and my house. 31 And they said, Should he deal 
with our sister as with an harlot?

Genesis 35:5 And they journeyed: and the terror of God was upon the cities 
that were round about them, and they did not pursue after the sons of 
Jacob.

Joshua 22:1-34 Then Joshua called the Reubenites, and the Gadites, and 
the half tribe of Manasseh, 2 And said unto them, Ye have kept all that 
Moses the servant of the LORD commanded you, and have obeyed my 
voice in all that I commanded you: 3 Ye have not left your brethren these 
many days unto this day, but have kept the charge of the commandment 
of the LORD your God. 4 And now the LORD your God hath given rest 
unto your brethren, as he promised them: therefore now return ye, and 
get you unto your tents, and unto the land of your possession, which 
Moses the servant of the LORD gave you on the other side Jordan. 5 But 
take diligent heed to do the commandment and the law, which Moses the 
servant of the LORD charged you, to love the LORD your God, and to 
walk in all his ways, and to keep his commandments, and to cleave unto 
him, and to serve him with all your heart and with all your soul. 6 So 
Joshua blessed them, and sent them away: and they went unto their 
tents. 7 Now to the one half of the tribe of Manasseh Moses had given 
possession in Bashan: but unto the other half thereof gave Joshua 
among their brethren on this side Jordan westward. And when Joshua 
sent them away also unto their tents, then he blessed them, 8 And he 
spake unto them, saying, Return with much riches unto your tents, and 
with very much cattle, with silver, and with gold, and with brass, and 
with iron, and with very much raiment: divide the spoil of your enemies 
with your brethren. 9 And the children of Reuben and the children of Gad 



and the half tribe of Manasseh returned, and departed from the children 
of Israel out of Shiloh, which is in the land of Canaan, to go unto the 
country of Gilead, to the land of their possession, whereof they were 
possessed, according to the word of the LORD by the hand of Moses. 10 
And when they came unto the borders of Jordan, that are in the land of 
Canaan, the children of Reuben and the children of Gad and the half 
tribe of Manasseh built there an altar by Jordan, a great altar to see to. 
11 And the children of Israel heard say, Behold, the children of Reuben 
and the children of Gad and the half tribe of Manasseh have built an 
altar over against the land of Canaan, in the borders of Jordan, at the 
passage of the children of Israel. 12 And when the children of Israel 
heard of it, the whole congregation of the children of Israel gathered 
themselves together at Shiloh, to go up to war against them. 13 And the 
children of Israel sent unto the children of Reuben, and to the children of 
Gad, and to the half tribe of Manasseh, into the land of Gilead, Phinehas 
the son of Eleazar the priest, 14 And with him ten princes, of each chief 
house a prince throughout all the tribes of Israel; and each one was an 
head of the house of their fathers among the thousands of Israel. 15 And 
they came unto the children of Reuben, and to the children of Gad, and 
to the half tribe of Manasseh, unto the land of Gilead, and they spake 
with them, saying, 16 Thus saith the whole congregation of the LORD, 
What trespass is this that ye have committed against the God of Israel, 
to turn away this day from following the LORD, in that ye have builded 
you an altar, that ye might rebel this day against the LORD? 17 Is the 
iniquity of Peor too little for us, from which we are not cleansed until 
this day, although there was a plague in the congregation of the LORD, 
18 But that ye must turn away this day from following the LORD? and it 
will be, seeing ye rebel to day against the LORD, that to morrow he will 
be wroth with the whole congregation of Israel. 19 Notwithstanding, if 
the land of your possession be unclean, then pass ye over unto the land 
of the possession of the LORD, wherein the LORD'S tabernacle dwelleth, 
and take possession among us: but rebel not against the LORD, nor rebel 
against us, in building you an altar beside the altar of the LORD our God. 
20 Did not Achan the son of Zerah commit a trespass in the accursed 
thing, and wrath fell on all the congregation of Israel? and that man 
perished not alone in his iniquity. 21 Then the children of Reuben and the 
children of Gad and the half tribe of Manasseh answered, and said unto 
the heads of the thousands of Israel, 22 The LORD God of gods, the 
LORD God of gods, he knoweth, and Israel he shall know; if it be in 
rebellion, or if in transgression against the LORD, (save us not this day,) 
23 That we have built us an altar to turn from following the LORD, or if to 



offer thereon burnt offering or meat offering, or if to offer peace 
offerings thereon, let the LORD himself require it; 24 And if we have not 
rather done it for fear of this thing, saying, In time to come your children 
might speak unto our children, saying, What have ye to do with the LORD 
God of Israel? 25 For the LORD hath made Jordan a border between us 
and you, ye children of Reuben and children of Gad; ye have no part in 
the LORD: so shall your children make our children cease from fearing 
the LORD. 26 Therefore we said, Let us now prepare to build us an altar, 
not for burnt offering, nor for sacrifice: 27 But that it may be a witness 
between us, and you, and our generations after us, that we might do the 
service of the LORD before him with our burnt offerings, and with our 
sacrifices, and with our peace offerings; that your children may not say 
to our children in time to come, Ye have no part in the LORD. 28 
Therefore said we, that it shall be, when they should so say to us or to 
our generations in time to come, that we may say again, Behold the 
pattern of the altar of the LORD, which our fathers made, not for burnt 
offerings, nor for sacrifices; but it is a witness between us and you. 29 
God forbid that we should rebel against the LORD, and turn this day from 
following the LORD, to build an altar for burnt offerings, for meat 
offerings, or for sacrifices, beside the altar of the LORD our God that is 
before his tabernacle. 30 And when Phinehas the priest, and the princes 
of the congregation and heads of the thousands of Israel which were 
with him, heard the words that the children of Reuben and the children 
of Gad and the children of Manasseh spake, it pleased them. 31 And 
Phinehas the son of Eleazar the priest said unto the children of Reuben, 
and to the children of Gad, and to the children of Manasseh, This day we 
perceive that the LORD is among us, because ye have not committed 
this trespass against the LORD: now ye have delivered the children of 
Israel out of the hand of the LORD. 32 And Phinehas the son of Eleazar 
the priest, and the princes, returned from the children of Reuben, and 
from the children of Gad, out of the land of Gilead, unto the land of 
Canaan, to the children of Israel, and brought them word again. 33 And 
the thing pleased the children of Israel; and the children of Israel 
blessed God, and did not intend to go up against them in battle, to 
destroy the land wherein the children of Reuben and Gad dwelt. 34 And 
the children of Reuben and the children of Gad called the altar Ed: for it 
shall be a witness between us that the LORD is God.

Luke 4:14-30 And Jesus returned in the power of the Spirit into Galilee: and 
there went out a fame of him through all the region round about. 15 And 
he taught in their synagogues, being glorified of all. 16 And he came to 
Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he 



went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read. 17 
And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias 
(Isaiah). And when he had opened the book (Isaiah 61), he found the 
place where it was written, 18 The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, 
because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath 
sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the 
captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that 
are bruised, 19 To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. 20 And he 
closed the book, and he gave it again to the minister, and sat down. And 
the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him. 
21 And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in 
your ears. 22 And all bare him witness, and wondered at the gracious 
words which proceeded out of his mouth. And they said, Is not this 
Joseph's son? 23 And he said unto them, Ye will surely say unto me this 
proverb, Physician, heal thyself: whatsoever we have heard done in 
Capernaum, do also here in thy country. 24 And he said, Verily I say unto 
you, No prophet is accepted in his own country. 25 But I tell you of a 
truth, many widows were in Israel in the days of Elias (Elijah), when the 
heaven was shut up three years and six months, when great famine was 
throughout all the land; 26 But unto none of them was Elias sent, save 
unto Sarepta, a city of Sidon (Zidon), unto a woman that was a widow. 27 
And many lepers were in Israel in the time of Eliseus (Elisha) the 
prophet; and none of them was cleansed, saving Naaman the Syrian. 28 
And all they in the synagogue, when they heard these things, were filled 
with wrath, 29 And rose up, and thrust him out of the city, and led him 
unto the brow of the hill whereon their city was built, that they might 
cast him down headlong. 30 But he passing through the midst of them 
went his way,

Matthew 26:47-57 And while He (Jesus) yet spake, lo, Judas, one of the 
twelve, came, and with him a great multitude with swords and staves, 
from the chief priests and elders of the people (the temple guard). 48 
Now he that betrayed him gave them a sign, saying, Whomsoever I shall 
kiss, that same is he: hold him fast. 49 And forthwith he came to Jesus, 
and said, Hail, master; and kissed Him. 50 And Jesus said unto him, 
Friend, wherefore art thou come? Then came they, and laid hands on 
Jesus, and took Him. 51 And, behold, one of them which were with 
Jesus stretched out his hand, and drew his sword, and struck a servant 
of the high priest's, and smote off his ear. 52 Then said Jesus unto him, 
Put up again thy sword into his place: for all they that take the sword 
shall perish with the sword. 53 Thinkest thou that I cannot now pray to 
my Father, and He shall presently give me more than twelve legions of 



angels? 54 But how then shall the scriptures be fulfilled, that thus it 
must be? 55 In that same hour said Jesus to the multitudes, Are ye come 
out as against a thief with swords and staves for to take Me? I sat daily 
with you teaching in the temple, and ye laid no hold on Me. 56 But all 
this was done, that the scriptures of the prophets might be fulfilled. 
Then all the disciples forsook Him, and fled. 57 And they that had laid 
hold on Jesus led Him away to Caiaphas the high priest, where the 
scribes and the elders were assembled.

John 8:1-11 Jesus went unto the mount of Olives. 2 And early in the 
morning he came again into the temple, and all the people came unto 
him; and he sat down, and taught them. 3 And the scribes and Pharisees 
brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had set her 
in the midst, 4 They say unto him, Master, this woman was taken in 
adultery, in the very act. 5 Now Moses in the law commanded us, that 
such should be stoned: but what sayest thou? 6 This they said, tempting 
him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped down, and 
with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them not. 7 So 
when they continued asking Him, He lifted up Himself, and said unto 
them, he that is without sin among you, let him first cast a stone at her. 
8 And again he stooped down, and wrote on the ground. 9 And they 
which heard it, being convicted by their own conscience, went out one 
by one, beginning at the eldest, even unto the last: and Jesus was left 
alone, and the woman standing in the midst. 10 When Jesus had lifted up 
himself, and saw none but the woman, He said unto her, Woman, where 
are those thine accusers? hath no man condemned thee? 11 She said, 
No man, Lord. And Jesus said unto her, Neither do I condemn thee: go, 
and sin no more.

Matthew 23:23 Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay 
tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier 
matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have 
done, and not to leave the other undone.

1 Samuel 7:16 And he (Samuel) went from year to year in circuit to Bethel, 
and Gilgal, and Mizpeh, and judged Israel in all those places.
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
